Professional “dog trainers” usually do
not train the dogs, but actually train the
owners on how to train their own dogs.
Although it is also possible to send a dog
away to a training school, the owner still
must at some point learn what the dog has
learned and how to use and reinforce the
techniques. Some call this a shortcut, but
plenty of work is still required and training
must continue over the course of the dog’s
life.
